Highway 169

Engineering Recommendations

Install sidewalk on CR 74

Improve shoulders

Maintain crosswalks




Local Tralls

Pave trail through ball field to Pine Street




School Property
Pave path to CR 74 and Robert Street

Construct a concrete pad

for a bicycle rack

Purchase bike rack
that allows front wheel
and frame to be locked




Enforcement Recommendations

Recruit and train adult crossing guards

Work with City to enforce snow clearing
on sidewalks and curb cuts




Education Recommendations

Distribute information on how to cross the
street

Practice with Elementary
students

Host Safe Cycling classes

Have a Community Map available




Encouragement Recommendations

Organize a School or City-wide event to
celebrate walking and biking as a travel
mode

October 15 National Walk to School Day




Evaluation Recommendations

Annually do an attendance survey on
travel mode to school

Observe student behavior and note
changes in travel mode
