Hill City Strengths

� Bus loading zone works well

� Strong partnership with Police

� Existing Trails

� Know current routes

� Quiet local streets



Key Safety Concerns

Highway 169
� High traffic speed 
� No awareness of school proximity
County Road 74
� Narrow gravel shoulder
� Robert Street crossing



Other SRTS Barriers

� Convenient to drive 

� Bike racks hard to use

� Inconsistent student
patrol

� Snow covered sidewalks

� Minimal education
and encouragement



Engineering Recommendations

Highway 169
� Decrease motor vehicle speed 

� Increase visibility of crosswalks

� Increase awareness 
of the School Zone

County Road 74
� Install a School Ahead 
sign

� Stripe a crosswalk

� Improve shoulders 

Engineering Recommendations



Local Trails

� Pave the trail connecting Ione Avenue to 
Henrietta Avenue

� Pave trail to 
ball field



School Property
� Construct a concrete pad for a bicycle rack 

� Purchase bike rack that allows 
front wheel and frame to be locked

� Pave path to CR 74 
and Robert St



Enforcement Recommendations

� Continue to enforce the speed limits on 
Hwy 169

� Recruit adults to supervise the crosswalk

� Work with City to enforce sidewalk snow 
clearing



Education Recommendations

� Distribute information on how to cross the 
street

� Practice with Elementary
students

� Host Safe Cycling classes

� Have a Community Map available with 
biking and walking information



Encouragement Recommendations

� Organize a School or City-wide event to 
celebrate and raise awareness for walking 
and biking as a travel mode

� Plow trails in the winter



Evaluation Recommendations

� Annually do an attendance survey on 
travel mode to school

� Observe student behavior and note 
changes in travel mode
